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Tips for increasing donations:

1)  The more team members you have, the easier it will be to reach the $1,000 thresh-hold to start getting money back for your non-profit organization (note that team member limit is 20 skaters), and the easier it will be to reach higher thresh-holds to get a higher percentage return.

2)  Email the below links out to friends, family and colleagues to get online support for the event and your team.  

3)  Use Social Media to promote the event for your team.  “Like” the event on SGA’s Facebook Page.  

4)  Download the pledge form and start collecting donations face-to-face in addition to asking for online donations. 

5)  Check out the Listing of Team’s online.  Perhaps there is another team that could pose a fun, competitive motivation for your team!

6)  Create derby nicknames and maybe even outfits for the event!  The more energy and fun you have, the more people will want to support you.

7)  Send out weekly reminders and encouragement to team members and potential donors with updates on how online donations are looking compared to team goal.

· All skaters must be part of a team (a team can be assigned if needed)
· The maximum number of participants per team is 20ppl (you can always divide into more teams if needed)
· Each skater solicits flat fee pledges from friends, family and colleagues for skating the 1.5 hours (with one break) in their wave (Wave 1:  Family/Kids Skate is 4pm – 5:30pm; Wave 2:  Adult/Corporate Challenge is 6pm -7:30pm)
· The minimum pledge requirement per team is the equivalent of $50 per team member. (Example:  If there are 7 team members, the team as a whole needs to raise $350 in pledges to participate.  Some team members may raise more than $50, and some may raise less.)
· Skate rental costs are covered by the pledge team minimum being met
· All skaters must wear a helmet (bicycle helmet is allowed) while on the rink.  Knee pads, elbow pads and wristguards are required to participate in skills and drills portion of event and are encouraged for the remainder of the event.

A Note about Safety:  While this event will expose participants to the world of roller derby, there will be no derby contact moves (pushing, shoving or bumping) allowed on the rink by participants while skating.  Rink referees will be present at all times.
